A six year old boy was killed in an accident involving a piece of furniture that did not comply with State Code.  As a result, the parents of this young boy named Jarod, made it their life’s mission to do everything they could to prevent another accident that claimed their son from happening again.  In September of 2007, the Ohio General Assembly convened and in overwhelming fashion, passed into law, a group of guidelines by which schools should be governed to ensure its students safety.  This law which has been nearly four years in the making is now known as Jarod’s Law.

As a school district, our drive and determination is to pursue safer schools for the children of Fremont City School District, driven by the belief that most accidents are preventable.  We have already taken preventative measures in identifying potential dangerous equipment, furniture, chemicals, playground equipment and any other conditions from our district and will do so until we are satisfied that we indeed provide the safest learning environment in the State of Ohio.  We can assure you that there is nothing the district takes more seriously or places more of a priority on the safety of our students, YOUR CHILDREN.

We will be working closely with the Sandusky County Health Department to ensure all necessary precautions are being taken.  We understand that the only way for us to be completely successful in our endeavor is to have the cooperation of all involved; Administration, Teachers, Aides, Support Staff, and indeed, YOU!!  Please keep this in mind as you visit our school district whether it is for an event or just picking up and dropping off your children.  Please obey all of the district’s policies and procedures while visiting and help us keep YOUR CHILDREN SAFE.
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
