Schedul e focuses on improving academic performance

Wow, is summer really almost over? | know as| see the football players pass my window and hear the band music in the distance that
it won't be long before we welcome our students back into Ross for another school year.

One mgjor area of change will be our schedule. This year we have incorporated a zero period into the school day. We no longer will
provide early bird classes, and students who have zero period classes will begin the day at 7:50. Students who do not have zero period
classes will begin at 8:39.

All students have the opportunity to be enrolled in a zero period class. During zero period we will offer electives and upper grade level
classes for our students. When your child picks up a schedule on August 24 or August 25, you can check this status. In addition we
have added two freshmen orientation sessionsfor August 25 at 9 a.m. and 5:30 p.m. We will have counselors available to schedule
aclassif you so choose. School administrators will also be available to answer any questions. Some zero period students will have the
option for early dismissal at 2:00 based on academic and attendance history.

A majority of our teachers will be participating in a collaboration/intervention period to start the day. The core area teachers of
freshmen and sophomores will be working together to improve the quality and pacing of their instruction. In addition, these teachers
will be available for intervention and tutoring every Tuesday and Thursday throughout the year. If your child misses aclass, he or she
will have the opportunity to meet with his or her teacher to catch up on assignments or instruction.

We have changed the arrival, dismissal and parking procedures which will be explained further on page 10. This has been donein
order to accommodate future traffic concerns due to the construction of the middle schooal.

Last year we began an online computer based academic recovery program called NovaNet. This program allows studentsto come in
and work after school Monday through Thursday to make up credits. Please see a counselor if you are interested in registering your
child for this free program.

Lastly, please take the time to encourage your child to attend school and arrive on time everyday. Also, take advantage of the online
program called Progress Book that allows you to monitor the academic performance of your son or daughter. If you need instructions
or a password, please see Jim Marquette in our office.

ATTENDANCE

Parent(s)/guardian(s) must notify the school on the day a student is absent, unless previous notification has been
given, in accordance with school procedures for absences. Parents or other responsible persons shall provide the
school with their current home and/or work tel ephone numbers and home address, as well as emergency
telephone numbers. Students are expected to attend classes regularly and be on time in order to obtain maximum
benefit from the instructional program and to devel op habits of punctuality, self-discipline, and responsibility.

Excused absences may be granted for the following reasons:

1. Personal Iliness - The approving authority may require the certificate of aphysician after five (5) days of illness.

2. lllnessin the Immediate Family - three (3) day limit unless reasonable cause is shown

3. Quarantine of the Home - as determined by proper health authorities

4. Death of a Relative - three (3) day limit unless reasonable cause is shown

5. Work at Home - due to absence of parents or guardians which causes a hardship on the family
6. Observance of a Religious Holiday - consistent with the student®creed or belief

7. FarmWork - on the farm of the parent or guardian during the time of year in which the amount of farm work
to be performed may be regarded properly as exceptional .

8. Inability of the Parent or Guardian to Employ Help - validated by notarized statement

9. Emergency or Set of Circumstances - which in the judgment of the administration constitutes a good and
sufficient cause for absence from school, such as for co-curricular activities, academic assignments,
military/court appointments, college visitations, or additional educational opportunities

10. Home Instruction - as properly approved by the Superintendent of schools

Excessve Absenteeism

An excessive absence is an absence without a doctor’ s verification after five (5) such absences. The absence will
be excused if adoctor’s note is submitted. A student with more than five (5) days of absence without a doctor’s
note may or may not be marked excessive if an administrator is asked to review the reason for the absence by the
parent/guardian. The absence can a so be excused with the approval of the first aid supervisor or abuilding
administrator.

Doors Open
